It’s finally the time you have been waiting for!  TIME TO DEBATE!  However, just like in any real world round-table debate it cannot be held without order and structure.  Therefore as a collective group, pointed questions and speakers to represent each “state” must be decide on.  To do so, please follow the directions below and the time limit outlined by your facilitator (teacher).
Step One:  As a whole state, examine the different role posters and the evidence provided by each pair.  Decide as a group which role or roles could provide the best quality response to one of the following questions using what is on their poster:

A:  If the committee was to vote your way, either for or against the transfer of water from Lake Michigan,     would this have a positive impact on your state in the long run (10-20 years)?
B: If the committee was to vote your way, would the neighboring states be affected in a positive way? Explain.
C: When considering the “big picture” is it in the best interest to transfer the water from the Great Lakes? 

Step Two: Select TWO different ROLES to represent your state and select the QUESTION they would like to respond to.  You must also select a backup choice just in case the other state chooses the same one.  Also please note that you will be debating against your counter role from the opposing state.
Step Three:  Prepare to debate…battle…
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
